250 YEARS, what does it mean to you?
Hello and welcome to this amazing day.  I want to thank the Sons of the American Revolution, the Daughters of the American 

Revolution for collaborating with the Warrior Run Fort Freeland Heritage Society on this event and I would like to thank each and 
everyone one of you here today for attending.  

Here we are planting an American Elm today, after 250 years of The United States of America, there it is planted.  The Liberty Tree.  
A symbol of American Independence.  Fun Fact: The original liberty tree stood at the intersection of Washington and Essex in Boston 
common.  It became the center of public meetings; it became a powerful symbol of colonial defiance.  It was cut down to show force 
and snuff out the rebellion and yet the rebellion continued.  Liberty Poles and other Liberty Trees materialized throughout the colonies, 
even towns around here in central PA, Symbols of defiance.  A symbol, that united as a nation and community we can endure, we can 
continue and we will survive.  And there it stands today.  A symbol of our complex, rich history.  A simple reminder that we are not 
descendants of fearful men.  

250 years that this great nation has existed.  The American Experiment lives on, or so we believe.  The principle that a nation can 
be governed by its people based on individual liberty, equality and constitutional democracy rather than hereditary rulers, or by force.  
Here we are after 2 and half centuries, something no one believed would survive, still in motion and still existing to this day.  What an 
amazing concept.  What an amazing history we have here in this great nation.  And what a privilege we have to be citizens, and whether 
we realize it, we are a part of this country’s history.  As a registered voter regardless of party, we have a chance to participate in our 
governing.

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The Prayer At Valley Forge
Good evening and thank you all for being here.  When they asked me to speak here tonight, I thought wow, what could I talk about on 

a National Day of Prayer.  And then I thought, oh brother, I really need to be brief, because what couldn’t I talk about on this day. (Anyone 
who knows me, they know I love to speak).  I want to emphasize my gratitude for being here today for all involved. This is a special 
occasion, Prayer and Patriotism have the incredible opportunity to join hand in hand this year on the anniversary of our country’s 250 
years of existence. Not that it wouldn’t be any other day, but this is an actual event for such a thing to happen.  Two key tasks that every 
citizen should engage in.

Revolutionary War soldier history from the Warrior Run Church Cemetery

For the America 250 celebration, I’m excited to highlight another Revolutionary War veteran Thomas Murray, a presumed Colonel 
who found his final resting place right here in Warrior Run Cemetery.  While he is frequently referred to as “Colonel” in genealogical 
records and on his headstone, this was a common honorary title for field officers of his stature.

This research came from the books, Descendants of Robert Murray, (H.G. Murray 1940), History of Northumberland Co (H. Bell 
1891), Otzinachson (JF Meginness 1857),  Warrior Run Sampler (WRFFHS 1985), PA Archives, and Ancestory.com.  This article also 
explores the formation of Northumberland County and the history of Continental currency.

Understanding the timeline of county borders helps clarify confusing military records. For instance, Revolutionary War soldier 
Thomas Murray lived in what would become Northumberland County, yet he served in a Lancaster County regiment with the census 
having him in Paxtang, Dauphin County.  This overlap is almost always a direct result of how and when those changing boundaries were 
drawn.

The comprehensive list of the twenty-eight modern Pennsylvania counties situated wholly or in part within the 1785 boundaries of 
Northumberland County, along with their names and formation dates, includes the following: 

. Armstrong County: March 12, 1800

. Bradford County: February 21, 1810

  (originally established as Ontario County; renamed Bradford

  in 1812)

. Cameron County: March 29, 1860

. Centre County: February 13, 1800 

. Clarion County: March 11, 1839

. Clearfield County: March 26, 1804

. Clinton County: June 21, 1839

. Columbia County: March 22, 1813 

. Elk County: April 18, 1843

. Forest County: April 11, 1848

. Indiana County: March 30, 1803

. Jefferson County: March 26, 1804

. Lackawanna County: August 13, 1878

. Luzerne County: September 25, 1786 

. Lancaster County: Established in 1729, with a small area only bounded by the Susquehanna River and Mahantango Creek was 
removed to Northumberland County.  

. Dauphin County: Established in 1785, Dauphin County and Northumberland County were both formed out of parts of Lancaster 
County (making them “sibling” counties rather than parent and child).

. Raised on the family farm in Swatara, Lancaster (now Dauphin) County, Pennsylvania, Thomas Murray was born on April 18, 
1737, the son of William Murray (1690–1773) and Isabella Lindley (born 1660, died before 1773).  His parents met after they both 
had immigrated to America from Scotland in 1732.  It is not known if both the Murrays and Lindleys came direct from Scotland or 
had lived in Ireland for a time.  William Murray traveled with his brother and father, and settled into the Pennsylvania wilderness. 
On May 5, 1767, Thomas married Elinor (Eleanor/Ellen) Collier (1739-1799) of Dauphin County, in Paxtang Township. Together 
they raised five children: Mary (1770–1843), who married Capt. John Gaston; Anna (1772–1821), who married William Boyd; 
William (1773–1803), who died at the age of 29; James (1776–1834), who married Mary Mitchell; and Susannah “Susan” (1777–
1850), who married Samuel Russell.

. Lycoming County: April 13, 1795 

. McKean County: March 26, 1804

. Montour County: May 3, 1850

. Northumberland County: March 21, 1772 (The original 

parent county “Mother of Counties”) 

. Potter County: March 26, 1804

. Schuylkill County: March 1, 1811

. Snyder County: March 2, 1855

. Sullivan County: March 15, 1847

. Susquehanna County: February 21, 1810

. Tioga County: March 26, 1804

. Union County: March 22, 1813 

. Venango County: March 12, 1800

. Warren County: March 12, 1800

. Wyoming County: April 4, 1842
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. During the American Revolution, Thomas Murray served with distinction as a Lieutenant Colonel in the Lancaster County 
Militia.  Murray’s official commissions were as a Lieutenant Colonel, the second-in-command of his respective battalions. 
His service began on March 13, 1776, with the 4th Battalion, Lancaster County Associations, serving under Colonel 
James Burd and later Colonel Robert Elder. This battalion, primarily composed of men from the Paxtang and Hanover 
townships, played a critical role in the “Flying Camp” of 1776.  A “Flying Camp” was a mobile reserve force designed 
to support General Washington’s Continental Army during campaigns in New Jersey and New York until November 30, 
1776. Companies within this battalion, including those led by Captains James Murray and James Collier, were frequently 
called for short-term “tours” of duty to protect the region from British movements and frontier incursions.

. Murray’s military leadership extended to the 5th Battalion of the Lancaster County Militia under the command of 
Colonel James Crawford. This unit was called into the field in August 1776 and mustered at Bergentown (Jersey City) 
that September during the New Jersey Campaign. Notably, divisions of the 5th Battalion, such as Captain Robert Buyers’ 
company, were merged into the Flying Camp and both companies participated in the Battle of Long Island. Murray 
remained active throughout the conflict, appearing on the militia rolls until his return dated April 15, 1783.  Murray’s 
battalions were never placed at Fort Freeland during the July 1779 siege.  

. Despite being given a land grant of 50 acres in Dauphin County in 1789, the family moved from Paxtang, Dauphin 
County to Northumberland County between 1790-1799.   Murray remained a prominent figure in the local militia and 
civic affairs. Despite his high rank and dedicated service, he faced significant financial hardship, as records indicate he 
lost much of his wealth due to the extreme depreciation of the Continental Currency. Murray was exonerated from paying 
the state supply tax because of his extreme financial hardship as a veteran with being listed on the PA and US Tax and 
Exoneration list from 1768-1801.  The irony for officers like Lt. Col. Thomas Murray is that the state require he pay his 
taxes in hard currency (coins), but the state had paid him for his military service in worthless paper (promissory notes).

. To better explain about the Continental Currency, by 1779 (the year of the Battle of Fort Freeland), the Continental dollar 
had collapsed because the Revolutionary government printed too much money and the British flooded the colonies with 
fakes, making the currency virtually worthless. This hyperinflation was so bad that by the end of that year, it took $40 in 
paper to buy $1 in gold, leading people to say something was “not worth a Continental.” Alexander Hamilton later saved 
the economy by replacing this failed system with a national bank and a stable currency backed by gold. By the mid 1790’s 
the US dollar was stable and the nation’s credit was among the best in the world.  Hamilton had the federal government 
take over all war debts, which restored trust in American money and turned a bankrupt nation into a credible financial 
power.  Many Revolutionary War soldiers had sold their depreciated certificates to wealthy speculators for pennies on the 
dollar prior to the financial turnaround of the nation.

. Colonel Murray passed away on November 18, 1799, and is buried at the Warrior Run Church cemetery. Murray’s family 
attended and paid for one of the twenty-four pews in the large gallery of the second Warrior Run log church. His legacy is 
officially preserved as a recognized Patriot Grave by the Daughters of the American Revolution (Ancestor #A083444) and 
Sons of the American Revolution (Ancestor #32643).

. I came across some discrepancies during my research with other local Thomas Murray’s.  There was a Thomas Murray, 
Sr and a Thomas Murray, Jr that were warranted land grants in Chillisquaque Township, attended the Chillisquaque 
Presbyterian Church, resided in Pottsgrove (Turbut Township) and also served during the Revolutionary War.
